Tool List for PLAYGROUND Supervisions

Below is a list of important tools to have on site in order to complete a Playground Supervision.  

1.   Shovels – 8-12
2.   Wheel barrows 20-25
3.    Spud Bar (long 5’ pry bar) 2-3
4.    Levels 4’ and 2’ in length – two 4’ and four 2’
5.    Socket set - Most of the assembly requires 9/16” THIS IS USED BY EVERYONE so make sure to have plenty of ratchets and 9/16” wrenches 
5a. The majority of the bolts have a tamper resistant T45 head on them. 

These sockets can be bought at Lowes or Home Depot (HD Part# H3DTPTBST45). 

We should have 10-15 of these on site – owner to purchase.
6.   Hammers regular, sledge, and rubber mallets, 5 of each.
7.   20 – 2x4 lumber 
8. (15) small buckets or milk jugs with the tops cut off ~ for bagged hardware
9.   Large disposable cups for volunteers to collect hardware for their structure to build
10.  Cordless Drill (6-10) with drill bit set. We will need 10 - 1/4” drill bits for rivets. 
11.  Tape Measures - 10
12.  Duct Tape 2 rolls
13.   6’ “A” Frame Ladder -4       8’ “A” Frame Ladder - 4
14.   Marking Paint- Fluorescent is best – 3 cans
15.   Caution Tape – 8 rolls
16.   Water Hose - enough hose to get to play area ~ 
17.  1” wide ratchet straps with stakes 6-8
18.  Pitch forks 10-12
19.  Vise Grips 5
20.   8” square hole tamper - 2
21.   Post hole diggers – 4
22.   Metal rakes – 20
23.  Picnic Tables/Folding tables – for hardware and instruction center. - 5  

24.  Rags and paper towels.

25. Tarps for moving mulch 10-15
26. Extension cords, enough to get to the playground area
